October 15 " Testing Day
October 15" is a free day for seniors. Seniors are highly encouraged to visit college campuses on that day.

Juniors & Sophomores ...will take the PSAT/NMSQT (Preliminary Scholastic Aptitude Test/National Merit Scholarship
Qualifying Test) on Wednesday, October 15, 2008. This test, co-sponsored by the College Board and the National Merit
Scholarship Corporation, measures verbal and mathematical reasoning abilities important for success in college. Your son will
receive his scores on the test in December, and Mr. Arnold will interpret the results in-group meetings with students. In
addition, Mr. Arnold has scheduled a Junior Parent Meeting for December 17th to discuss the test and provide an interpretation
of the test results. Please make sure that your son is present on Wednesday, October 15, so that he may take the test.
Testing will begin promptly at 8:25 a.m. Your son must be in his test room no later than 8:20 a.m. There will be a special
schedule for that day and students will be dismissed once the examination period has ended at 2:00 p.m. Juniors were
involved with their first meeting in September with Mr. Arnold in preparation for the PSAT. During the coming months both Mr.
Arnold and Mr. Maj will meet with juniors on a regular basis and provide them with college materials that will be critical in
helping them make their senior year a success here at St. Francis. Ms. Konnert will provide the sophomores with their results of
the PSAT and an interpretation of these in December, as well. Additionally, Ms. Konnert has scheduled a Sophomore Parent
Meeting for Wednesday, January 14, 2009 from 7 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. to discuss the test and provide an interpretation of the
results.

Freshman . . . will be given the EXPLORE test on October 15, 2008. The EXPLORE® program is designed to help 9th graders
explore a broad range of options for their future. EXPLORE prepares students not only for their high school coursework, but for
their post-high school choices as well. It marks an important beginning for a student's future academic and career success.
Mrs. Ribovich will provide the students with an orientation to the test and teachers will be reviewing the concepts measured on
the test prior to October 17" In addition, Mrs. Ribovich will discuss the results of the testing with the students by mid-January
and with the parents on January 21, 2009.

On behalf of our department chair, Ray Maj, and the administration, our school welcomes a new counselor, Kate Ribovich .
She will be designated to freshmen, sophomores and juniors whose last name begin with the letter A-G. Kate will be
responsible for all freshman responsibilities along with facilitation special services, transitions group and Teen Institute.

Our Semifinalists in the 2008 National Merit Scholarship Program  were announced on September 12™. The 16,000
scholastically talented high school seniors have an opportunity to continue in the competition for some 8,200 Merit Scholarships
awards, worth $34 million dollars, that will be offered next spring. To be considered for a Merit Scholarship awards,
Semifinalists must fulfill several requirements and advance to the Finalist level of competition. About 90% of the Semifinalists
are expected to become Finalists, and approximately half of the Finalist will be selected as Merit Scholarship winners.
Semifinalists are designated on a state representational basis. The number of Semifinalists named in each state is proportional
to the state’s percentage of the national total of high school graduating seniors. Congratulations to Justin Mrkva and

Area Catholic High Schools will host their annual College Fair on October 7th at Lourdes College
Approximately 100 college representatives will be available to distribute information and to answer questions from interested
students and parents. The college fair is held from 6:30 p.m. - 8:00 p.m. All sophomores, juniors and seniors are encouraged
to attend. Two financial aid presentations will be given. One presentation is at 6:30 p.m. and one at 7:30 p.m. It is important for
sophomores and juniors to begin their search for the school that best fits them.

This system provides all
students with everything that they need to access in terms of the college admissions process. Students are expected to
complete various assignments throughout their years at SFS. A Learning Styles Inventory has now become a part of the
system and Mrs. Kate Ribovich will be discussing this online inventory with all new freshmen. All assignments for Naviance and
for our Career Internet Program are listed in Naviance. All sophomores, juniors and senior parents have received an e-mail
providing instructions for automatic registration. If you did not receive this e-mail, it means that your son did not enter your
information into his account. Please instruct him to do so as soon as possible.

Divorce/Separation Group - This year Ms. Kathy Konnert and Mrs. Kate Malone will facilitate the student support group for
Divorce/Separation. If you think your son could benefit from this, please contact one of them for more information.

College Representatives:  Approximately 80 representatives will be visiting our campus during the fall. Juniors and seniors
interested in visiting with them must register at Naviance and ask their teacher's permis  sion to attend . Juniors are
required to print the college rep.  pass from Naviance and have it signed by the teacher before coming to the presentation.

Of course, you are reminded to ask the teacher at least two days in advance of the scheduled visit. Seniors are simply required
to report for the session and Mr. Maj will review the Naviance sign-up sheet with the attendance clerk. All sessions are held at
the Student Services Center and the multi-purpose room. Look Good and BE SMART. The list of colleges visiting and the
registration link is on Naviance.

Junior students residing in the State of Michigan should check the following site for information regarding the Michigan
Merit Examination procedures. Juniors will need to take the ACT along with Workkey assessment portions of the examination.

Seniors only have one opportunity left to take the exam. Available dates and procedures should be on line late November.

All parents and students are encouraged to use the wealth of resources that are available in the guidance office. Please feel
free to stop in a browse our selection of books and periodicals.

College Applications:  Mr. Maj expects all applications to be in his office no later than October 20th unless a November 1%
deadline requires you to submit it to Mr. Maj no later than October 13" Mr. Maj and Mrs. Faust need a two - week grace period
for processing applications and for pulling all the necessary documentation together. Most information regarding college
information will typically be in the news section on Naviance.

Senior Parents: A Parent Financial Aid Meeting will be held on November 5™ at 7:00 p.m. in the school chapel. At last month’s
parent meeting, parents were encouraged to have their sons investigate which financial aid forms are required at the schools
that they are applying to. Depending on the school, some students may need other forms for financial aid besides the federal
government form known as the FAFSA. Some schools have an independent school financial aid form  that must also be
completed to be considered for financial aid. If your son is applying to a private and/or selective university , he should
determine if the CSS profile is required. The CSS Profile registration is available on Naviance beginning this month or paper
applications can be obtained at the Student Services Center.

All seniors are reminded to review their college planning guide to identify important deadlines and concerns related to college
applications, scholarship applications and financial aid forms. Students are also reminded to read admission requirements and
major requirements thoroughly before applying. Students should also check each college site regarding scholarship
opportunities and procedures. All students must bring in the cover sheet for each college application and for each scholarship
application. Do not send anything out on your own!

Seniors have been encouraged to review the list of general scholarships that are delivered to Mr. Maj's office. The list can be
found on the sidebar of Family Connection (Naviance) under “from your school”. If you are eligible for any of them, you should
provide Mr. Maj with a list of the ones that you are interested in and he will deliver them to you during seventh period once they
arrive. These scholarship applications are delivered throughout the year. If the scholarship contains a link, please apply online
and print any necessary forms for Mr. Maj including the application cover sheet.

Seniors are reminded to review the 68+page document given to them last year in regards to the college admissions process.

Sophomore Parents : If you are not registered yet with the Naviance website please contact Ms. Konnert in Guidance for a
registration code. You'll be surprised at all of the information on this site and will receive important emails and valuable
updates.

Junior Parents : Please encourage your sons to look at the information which will be given to them by Mr. Arnold after they
receive their results and to visit the PSAT web site for additional information. Visit www.collegeboard.com/psat. This year all
students who have taken the PSAT will be given a personalized access code. This code will allow them to the following items:
(1) explanations for the answers to every question, (2) a personalized SAT Study Plan and (3) personalized college and career
planning with MYROAD.
